Dress

· There is no set dress code for the competition.  Please remember, however, that you are competing against other students for scholarships, so dress like you would for an important interview.
· The components of the competition will be held in various buildings around campus, so wearing comfortable shoes is encouraged.

· Temperatures in Milledgeville during early December usually fall in the low to mid 60ºF range.  Layering and bringing a light- to mid-weight jacket is also encouraged.
Interviewing

· You’ll be interviewing with a panel of faculty members from a variety of academic backgrounds.  They want to get to know you, so don’t be shy.
· Remember body language speaks volumes.  Smile.  Make eye contact.  Sit forward in your chair and actively listen to others speaking.  Be sure to breathe normally as this will help you keep your voice steady.
· Bring a copy of your resume or make notes about particular experiences you have had that have impacted your life and review prior to your interview.

· Similarly, write out your goals and things you want to be involved in during your college years.  Review these prior to your interview so they are each fresh on your mind as this will make discussing them easier.

· Be sure to listen to the question.  Make sure your answers do just that:  answer the question.  Provide additional details that support or explain your answer, but make sure your answer is communicated clearly.

· Most importantly, be natural.  Bring your personality, likes, interests, hopes and dreams to the interview with you and share them with the faculty members interviewing you.
