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Social Class Web Resources – most are U.S.-based.  The Population Reference Bureau is the most global and the homepage allows for quite a bit of country-by-country comparison on a range of issues, using the search function.

This is the homepage for the Population Reference Bureau.  Whenever I plan a new class or when I’ve been given the opportunity to visit a new place, I start here for the most complete international overview.  It is somewhat uneven in coverage.  For instance, I found a lot of information for Morocco but struggled to get specific information exclusive to Ireland.  Nonetheless, this site is regularly updated and covers a broad range of issues that I could see as connected to many classes across the curriculum (I often have students use this site for papers they are writing in other classes, as the topic coverage is so broad).
