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Student Authors
1. The Journal publishes a broad range of student research from a variety of academic disciplines.

2. Authors must be undergraduate or graduate students attending Georgia College.

3. Graduating students may submit an article up to thirty (30) days after their graduation ceremony. 
4. Articles may be submitted by individuals or groups.  There is no limit to how many individuals may be listed as authors of a group submission.

5. Students may not submit more than one article per volume, either as an individual or as member of a group.

6. Articles may be submitted only once per volume.  Articles not selected for publication will be returned to authors.  Authors may revise and resubmit articles for the next volume.

7. Each submission must have a faculty sponsor.  However, the article does not have to originate from a faculty sponsor's course.

8. Articles should be formatted as a Microsoft Word (.doc) document.

9. Student authors should submit their articles by completing an online Student Submission Form.

10. A hard copy of each article should be submitted to the GC Student Research Programs at CBX 120, or 225 Terrell Hall, c/o The Corinthian.

11. The student author(s) and faculty sponsor are responsible for obtaining copyright permission for any protected material included in articles (i.e. reproductions from previously published works, extended quotations, etc.).  Work will not be published if there is any indication that copyright laws have not been followed.

12. Each submission must adhere to the formatting guidelines listed below.  Articles not meeting the following submission guidelines are considered incomplete and will not be accepted.

Formatting Guidelines
1. Articles must not exceed 25 pages, including references.

2. Articles must be typed.

3. Articles must be double-spaced.

4. Articles must be structured to the style appropriate to the discipline it represents (i.e.  ACS, APA, Chicago, MLA, Turabian, etc.). With the exception that all footnotes should be formatted as endnotes regardless of style of paper.
5. Articles must have 1" margins.

6. Article body must be 12 point Times New Roman font.

7. Article title must be 14 point Times New Roman font.

8. Paragraphs and block quotes must be indented to .5".

9. Section titles must be in bold and capitalized (e.g. SECTION TITLE).

10. Sentences must be single-spaced.

11. Figures and tables in articles can be included in the body of the text or can appear at the end of the manuscript, with insertion locations specified in the manuscript. Please follow the guidelines for your discipline.  If the figures and tables cannot be processed in Microsoft Word (.doc), please include them as JPEG files and submit them on OrgSync along with the article. 

12. All images and graphs must be in grayscale. Absolutely no color.

13. Footnotes must be formatted as endnotes.

Faculty Sponsors
1. Each submission must have a faculty sponsor.  However, the article does not have to originate from a faculty sponsor's course.

2. The student author(s) and faculty sponsor are responsible for obtaining copyright permission for any protected material included in articles (i.e. reproductions from previously published works, extended quotations, etc.).  Work will not be published if there is any indication that copyright laws have not been followed.

3. Faculty members may sponsor no more than two articles per volume.
4. Faculty sponsors must complete an online Faculty Sponsor Form.
5. Each submission must adhere to the formatting guidelines listed above.  Articles not meeting the following submission guidelines are considered incomplete and will not be accepted.

 Review Process
1. Student author submits the article.  All required forms are completed.
2. Editors ensure that all materials have been submitted and that the article meets the submission guidelines.
3. Editors identify, contact, and confirm faculty reviewers for the article.  Each article will be read by two anonymous faculty reviewers.  Both faculty reviewers must approve the article in order for it to be selected for publication.  If one faculty reviewer approves the article and one does not, the student editorial staff will make the final decision. When possible, in the case of a split decision a third faculty reviewer will be introduced to confirm the final decision. If both faculty reviewers do not approve the article, it is not selected for publication. 
4. Editors make copies for faculty reviewers, while preserving author/reviewer anonymity, and deliver article to faculty reviewers.
5. Faculty reviewers return article and form to editors and indicate whether it should or should not be selected for publication.  Faculty reviewers provide editorial suggestions to editors if the article is to be selected, or to the student author if the article is not to be selected and needs major revision before resubmission to the next volume.
6. Editors edit articles and format volume for publication.
