“International Option” Degree Designation

The International Plan is an academic option offered within Georgia College & State University’s baccalaureate programs for students
who seek to integrate substantive and challenging international preparation into their studies. The plan includes both international
study and related experiences that are integrated into a student’s undergraduate major. Degree requirements are not modified, but are
satisfied with specialized courses and appropriate choices of elective courses. Completion of the International Plan requirements as
part of a baccalaureate degree program will be recognized by the designation “International Option” on a student’s transcript.

In order to apply for admission to the International Plan and to continue to pursue it, a student must maintain an overall 3.0 GPA or
better. An application outlining how the student proposes to complete the International Plan needs to be approved by the chair of the
student’s major department, the dean of the college, and the Assistant Vice President for International Education, prior to being
submitted to the Registrar.

The academic advisor and the Assistant Vice President for International Education will monitor the student’s progress. Students who
fail to maintain a GPA of at least 2.5 in any semester or who fail to achieve an overall GPA of at least 3.0 prior to the start of the
International Experience will be evaluated to determine if they will be allowed to continue in the International Plan Program.
