Community Health and Human Services Program Notes:

1. Students are accepted to GCSU as pre-majors.  Application to the major takes place in the spring and the number of students accepted major is restricted based on capacity and student to faculty ratios. Admission to the program is competitive and meeting basic criteria does not guarantee acceptance into the major.

3. Students must maintain an overall Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.5 or better throughout the Community Health and Human Services Program.
