Where to begin?
For students in Georgia: Most public institutions have access to GALILEO databases, and several of these databases are invaluable when performing research on Flannery O'Connor:

· MLA International Bibliography (recommended for scholarly research)

· JSTOR 

· Project MUSE 

· Literary Reference Center 

· Literature Online 
Using these databases you can do a keyword search (for example, Flannery O'Connor AND violence).  The citations you find on these databases will be critical essays and articles.

For students at GCSU:  In addition to GALILEO, you may search the GCSU Library Catalog (GIL), which is located on the Library and Informational Technology Center's website: http://www2.gcsu.edu/library/.  It should be noted that some entries retrieved are only available in Special Collections.  Materials located in Special Collections may not be checked out, and may not be removed from the Special Collections research room.
Students who do not live in Georgia: the databases listed above are available at many college and university libraries throughout the United States. The articles found using these sources may be available at your library or through interlibrary loan.

All Students may find it helpful to browse books with call numbers starting with PS 3565.C57 (located in the general stacks on the third floor and the reference area on the second floor of the GCSU Library and Informational Technology Center). Compilations of critical writings about Flannery O’Connor generally have excellent and exhaustive indexes. Consult these indexes to locate keywords or concepts related to your topic.  Please not that subjects addressed in these books do not always show up when you search the library catalog.

Special Collections in the LITC collects dissertations, essay, and articles discussing Flannery O'Connor and her writings. The materials in Special Collections cannot be checked out and cannot leave the Special Collections research room. 
Use of the Flannery O’Connor manuscripts is by appointment only.  Scholars must submit the Researcher's Application form at least three weeks in advance of any intended visit.
Use of manuscripts is granted only to graduate students and other scholars. As a rule, undergraduates as a rule are not permitted use of manuscripts. Because of limited staffing, research in the Flannery O’Connor Collection is restricted to a maximum of two scholars at any one time.
