
MSCM INTERNSHIP GUIDELINES 

1. The student will receive three hours of credit for the complete 

     internship provided he/she has a GPA of 2.5 or above. 

2. If the student's GPA is below the minimum required (2.5) 

    for participation in the internship program, the student will not 

    receive credit for the internship. Instead the student will be 

    required to complete the internship without credit  and take 

    an additional hour of practicum credit. 

3. Student must be at least a junior, preferably a senior, in order to 

    receive internship credit. 

4. Student must have completed three of the four courses 

     in his or her concentration. 

5. Student must work a minimum of 300 hours for the semester. 

6. At the completion of the internship (no later than the first day 

    of final exams), the student will produce a written report to 

    the mass communication coordinator. 

    This paper: 

           - must be a minimum of 3-5 typed pages 

           - must document the amount of time the student 

             spent on the internship 

           - should also summarize the student's internship activities 

             and the student's opinion of the internship assignment. 

             The student should also include examples of the work done 

             on the internship location. 

7. Student will be evaluated based on the written report, evaluations 

    over the course of the semester and the supervisor's evaluation. 

8. Student may not take any other classes the semester he or she is 

    completing the internship.
