XXXX Technical College operates and maintains physical facilities adequate to serve the needs of its educational programs, support services, and other mission related activities. The College provides adequate physical facilities at all campus locations including XXXX, XXXX, XXXX, and XXXX Counties. 

The College’s original location is the XXX Campus, which opened in September 1968. The original facility expanded over the years to accommodate growing enrollment and the need for additional classroom, office and  training/lab space  including a CTD driving range, Modular Classrooms and  a Welding building. The XXXX Campus is a 72,861 square-foot facility located on 15 acres.
The XX Campus began operation in September 1995 and sits on a 43-acre site, with three separate buildings totaling 82,670 square feet. Facilities include instructional buildings, a conference center and  and the addition of the CCI  building with 58,000square feet of instructional, labs and office space.

The X Campus at Central Educational Center (CEC), having begun operations in Fall 2000 is a partnership among the X County School System, XXXX Technical College and local business and industry. The 150,000 square-foot campus sits on 60 acres with two Modular units for adult education courses. The primary function of the campus include postsecondary technical instruction to students enrolled in the three public high schools in X  County. In addition, the College provides traditional postsecondary programs for adults, adult education leading to GED, and customized business and industry training. The College does not own this property and does not provide regular maintenance on the facility. However, through the partnership with X County School System, the College collaborates to renovate space as needed.

The XXX Campus consists of 180,000 square feet located on 90 acres. Facilities include the One Stop Career Center, Maintaince building and Instructional building. The Instructional building includes offices, instruction classrooms, labs and a conference center.

XXXX Technical College maintains all campus facilities that include the following components:

· Day-to-day requests and minor routine maintenance of all buildings

· Routine inspection of all facilities and scheduled major building projects

· XXXX Campus Master Plan that provides planning of facilities and is updated every five years

Under the Division of Administrative Services, the Director of Facilities is responsible for campus facilities and grounds. Between all four campuses, this department employs positions including maintenance technicians, ground technicians, and custodians.

The College provides a variety of instructional support facilities for the implementation of educational programs, both credit and noncredit. These facilities and services include computer and other specialized laboratories, simulation laboratories with opportunities for live work, specialized program-specific equipment, and distance learning classrooms. Audiovisual equipment is available to faculty to facilitate the instructional process.

Each instructional area, including general education, has a laboratory and specialized equipment which exist to simulate aspects of the work environment that students can expect to encounter upon gaining employment in their field of study. These laboratories are available and easily accessible to students and faculty and exist to support the learning process. Working in the various labs enables students to make supervised, practical application of theory learned in the classroom.

Programs such as Automotive Technology, Culinary Arts, Cosmetology, and Dental Hygiene provide opportunities for live work and enable students to perform, in a supervised setting, duties similar to those they will perform on the job for which they are being prepared.
