b. Wellness Center Plans Presentation
Mark Chapman- Speaking on behalf of the Wellness center, Colleen McKenna would like to share with you a presentation on the proposed facility.

Colleen McKenna- We would like to share with you how we got where we are today, and what should be in this building. The background goes back to student wellness and how that can be future advanced on Campus. That work began in 2008. We were selected in 2008. This has been in the works for 2 years. This is all about fostering health for the campus. We want to develop additional healthy choices in the community as well. We use to have really dark and closed places.  We have opted to have a modern recreation center. Past facilities have been just Phys Ed driven. If you were not part of that community then you really had no place to go. Recreation centers have now become a real social center. The idea is to create a place where someone can in one building workout, have a smoothie and welcome  your friends. The idea for the building is create an open and welcoming place. We want an open an inviting place as well. We would like to have a multi-purpose activities court as well.  We would like to have an area with indoor hockey and soccer as well. There would be a jogging tack as well where it could be used at any time of the year. We would have indoor pools as well. There are a lot of opportunities as well. For classes and club teams as well. We have had people say that they love the Depot but they cannot handle standing in line to wait for equipment. I am intimidated if there is a crowd in the fitness center. We are looking for people to have the opportunity to work out wherever they prefer. We would have multipurpose rooms that could be used for Yoga or Pilates as well. We also would have a rock climbing wall as well. We are really trying to unify health and wellness in the community. We would have Health Services and counseling as well. We also will create the building to be ‘green’ and energy efficient. We would use the “LEED” process that would include an area that is safe and healthy. We asked the students about what they would like in a wellness center. There was an interest in aquatics and in a fitness center that had ceilings high enough to play volleyball. We would keep in mind elements of Security as well. This results in a building that would be similar to the library addition. We are looking at a building that is approximately 100 GSF. It would be divided into four zones. Health Services, Activity, Support and Public. The site would be located on West Campus. We have created very simple diagrams. It would take up about the entire parking lot which we know is of high concern to the community as well.  The Wellness Center and fitness center will remain well lit so that it remains a welcome area. This diagram is to show we took what we heard; we looked at what the students were asking for.

Financial Model: This would be $175 fee to the student activity fee. This is currently tentative. We would want this to be approved by the Student Senate and the Board of Regents as well.
(Motion to discuss with a group consideration)
Atkins- It says that this is a 30 year bond, I have added it up and the calculations show that there is an extra 30 million, where does the other 30 million going?

Pete Shields- That is a per semester fee. We also set aside a reserve for $100,000 that covers the cost of the facility- This is classified as a building- the board of regents will give money for building operations as well. 

Atkins- (Recommend to change resolution)
McCollam- We will mend the Resolution after it is read.
Whittaker- We are just voting on the fee is that correct?

Pete Shields- The project has not yet been approved by the board of regents.

Whittaker- Was is this body voting on?
Leland-  As far as the process goes with the USG; this is going a lot faster than we thought it would . The people in the market right now are watching constructing costs. If we put this project to work right now we could get it done in a manner where the campus gets a lot more for their money. This is all tentative.  For a process like this to work correctly- all of the Students should be involved in the process.

Cantrell- I think this looks great, thank you for doing this. Will it be able to be open 24 hours? Where would you put the rock wall?

Colleen McKenna - We do not have a location for the rock wall yet. We are trying to get feedback once we can get a project team together. About the hours, the average could possible remain open 24 hours with will just depend on the demand.
Cantrell- Will this provide jobs for the community

Leland- This will provide internship and job opportunities.

Danaj- Would it be possible that we could cut out the idea of the pool?

Colleen McKenna - I think that we should look at the approval process first; we really do not have the answers yet. We are early in the process, we really need the student input.

Hundley- Are there any plans in increasing the Shuttles services as well.

Leland- That is something that all has to be worked out in the planning stage of the process. This is a really early stage in the process. 

Graham- I have a question about the “LEED” part of this project.

Colleen McKenna - This is a “checks and regulation” process that looks at keeping building operating Green and sustainable. As we incorporate the building materials we look at all areas that can be sustained based on production.

Graham- The “LEED” attainable level is the basic level of certification; what is the cost difference in the certification increase in sustainability? There are a lot of ways to look at that.

McCollam- You are only allowed to be called on twice

Atkins- There is a lot of conversation about how other campuses have handled the payment plans. Where are those funds coming from?
Leland- Those are all student activity based fees. 

Leland- We have been looking at the main concepts that have been produced in March.

McCollam – We will now move to an open forum discussion.
Jessica Tapp- I recently found out about this proposal. Juniors and Seniors will not be able to use this facility.  I would like to bring up that students are not mainly against this, just the way it is being funded. I have talked to friends at UGA and they do not have such a fee. It is very difficult to 
Danaj- We are not set in stone on the shuttle schedule. Seniors will not have to pay for this.
Matt Barry- Mr. Mullins why can’t we use money to work on Parking- putting people further into debt will be a great reminder of how well our school is being taking care of. 

Mullins- We are working on Parking. I support my own education – the project as a whole is something at would far outweigh the opposition.
Reeves- I hold in my hand the written testimony from my constituents who elected me to office. It is destined to be a failure. Students do not have to gold in their wallet to hold up the student wellness center.  Take the time to examine this issue and gear from the students.

Stamm- I think this is a great idea and I think this will be a green building, I am willing pay this.

Leland- We have looked the possibility of partnerships.
