Literacy Engagement Outline
The purpose of this assignment is for you to implement three (3) ideas, activities, strategies, and/or resources that you learned about in our class discussions, readings and websites, and/or podcasts and videos in order to optimize the language and literacy learning of your students. One (1) of these activities must involve a comprehension strategy and another must involve an assessment strategy. Each engagement will comprise 8% (or 8 points) of your total grade for this course.

You will select three (3) topics/strategies from this course that fit your needs as an educator, your students’ learning needs, and the demands of your curriculum. You then will implement these ideas and/or strategies in order to enhance your students’ literacy learning and engagement.

The following are topics that you might consider in deciding on strategies for supporting literacy learning in your lessons: (a) assisting students in connecting prior knowledge with new information, (b) helping students learn to apply comprehension strategies for a variety of purposes and with a variety of materials, (c) helping students to select, organize, analyze, synthesize, and/or evaluate information and ideas presented in a variety of texts, (d) modeling questioning strategies, (e) incorporating the use of technology or writing to support students’ literacy learning, (f) helping students to identify vocabulary words through the use of semantic, syntactic, graphophonemic, and pragmatic cues; and (g) the use of graphic organizers for supporting comprehension and as tools for thinking, reading, discussing, and/or writing.  These are broad topic areas.. For example, in considering an engagement focusing on comprehension (c), you might design a lesson involving determining important ideas in a text.

Each of the literacy engagements will follow the outline below. Please use subheadings to organize this information. My purpose in assigning this sequence is to address each of three major components of this assignment: Purpose and Connection to CCGPS, Planning and Analysis of Outcomes, and Reflection.


• Topic and date(s) implemented
• Intended audience: (developmental level, age, number of students, etc.)
• Resources: Titles of texts or websites you use with your students for your lessons.
• Evidence base: Cite the evidence (i.e., research or theory) that grounds your approach to this topic
• Rationale for your approach (based on the needs of your children, your needs, the demands of the curriculum, etc)
• Georgia Performance Standard (GPS) objective/s met, if appropriate
• Description (What you did: A concise but complete overview of the engagement or event)
• Examples of student products and assessment of student learning outcomes (What do students show you they now know and are now capable of doing.)
• Reflection and Analysis (What went well, did not go well, your challenges, etc. What are your thoughts about these observations? What insights about teaching and learning result from this experience?)
• Appraisal: Now what? (What you learned from implementing this topic? How you will use what you learned in your future teaching practice?)
• Contribution to your teaching philosophy: So what? (In what ways does this experience influence to your beliefs, values, and principles regarding teaching and learning?).
