Instructions for Macintosh
 
 
1.      To map a drive in Mac OS X, the first thing you need to do is select Go from the top menu on the desktop and then Connect to Server.
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2.       Once you select Connect to Server, you will have the option to enter the address of the server you want to connect to.  In this case, since we are connecting to a share on the Q-Drive, we will enter the server information in the following format:  smb://168.16.211.197/firstname-lastname  See the following example. 
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The address //168.16.211.198 can also be used in the same format if there are problems connecting to the //168.16.211.197 address.

 

3.       Prior to clicking on connect, you can click on the plus (+) sign out to the side of  server address field to add the address to your list of favorite servers.
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4.  Click on Connect and you should get prompted to enter your credentials.  Select Registered User and then enter your credentials.  The information you will enter here are the username and password you use to log into the domain or Exchange with.

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5.  Once you have successfully entered your credentials, the shared drive should open as in the example that follows and will also show up on your desktop.
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6.  To have the drive automatically connect or “map” when you start your Mac, select System Preferences and then Accounts
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7.  Once you have opened Accounts, select your account, Login Items, and drag the shared drive from the desktop into the area below where it is stated “These items will open automatically when you log in:”
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
